ASCENSION DAY  
 

    For many, Ascension Day will go relatively unnoticed. Forty days after Easter is just another Thursday with 

many of us in our ordinary weekday routines. The event it celebrates, however, is an important episode in the 

life of Jesus that the church has regarded highly through the year. 

    Luke tells the story of Jesus’ ascension both at the end of his gospel (Luke 24:50-53) and the beginning of his 

writing about the early church (Acts 1:9-11).  Our creeds affirm the Ascension as a central doctrine of the 

Christian faith. The Apostles’ Creed reads, “he ascended into heaven, and sitteth at the right hand of God the 

Father Almighty.” 

   Our United Methodist forebear, John Wesley, emphasized the day by including it as one of three non-Sunday 

holy day observance.  The other two are Good Friday and Christmas. 

   Today, many United Methodist congregations recognize Jesus’ ascension during regular worship services on
